GENERAL INFORMATION: The American Indians Committee of the National Society, awards scho-
larships to Native Americans. Only one FRANCES CRAWFORD MARVIN
SCHOLARSHIP is given annually. This award is intended to help a full time
enrolled Native American college student of any age, any tribe, in any state
striving to obtain an education. A candidate for this scholarship is judged
based on financial need, academic achievement, and a 3.0 GPA or higher. A
recipient may reapply for this scholarship and be considered along with other
members of the applicant pool.

To receive this scholarship application you must send a self-addressed,
stamped envelope to Committees Services, American Indian Scholarship, 1776
D Street NW, Washington, DC 20006-5303. Be sure to specify FRANCES
CRAWFORD MARVIN SCHOLARSHIP application in your request.

QUALIFICATIONS: Applicants must be Native Americans enrolled full time at a college or uni-
versity, in financial need, and have a grade point average of at least 3.0. NO
EXCEPTIONS.

AREA OF STUDY: OPEN. Programs may be at a 2 or 4-year college or university at the under-

graduate or graduate level. Graduate students are eligible; however, under-
graduate students are given preference.

AMOUNT OF AWARD: This scholarship varies each year depending on the total return of the
endowment but is a substantial amount (several thousand dollars). The
money is sent directly to the respective school.

DEADLINES: For Fall Term—February 1

APPLICATION PROCEDURES:  The following must be included in one mailing:

Letter giving family history, financial status and education objective.
Official copy of last semester transcript, or last transcript obtained and sent by previous school.
Three letters of recommendation from persons such as teachers, clergy or others who have personally known
applicant for a minimum of two years.
4. Proof of American Indian blood as indicated by one of the following:
a. A card issued by a Tribal Council
b. A letter from the Tribal Council
c. Definite proof of a parent belonging to a tribe and applicant’s birth certificate with exact names
NOTE: No ACT or SAT scores are required.
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Only fully executed applications, submitted in one package, will be considered. Incomplete applications will be discarded.
Only those who receive scholarships will be notified by mail. To be notified when application is received by the vice chair-
man, send a self-addressed, stamped postcard. There will be no response to telephone calls.
