You are reqguired to complete a minimum of 486 hours. Additional hours may be required to
complete the educational objectives and other required learning assignments.

Any proposed changes in your practicum schedule must be reviewed & approved by your field
instructor and faculty liaison. Please maintain a documented record of your completed hours in
practicum. As part of your practicum you are required to attend regularly scheduled integrative field
seminars. Time spent in the integrative seminar counts towards the required practicum hours.
Attending agency scheduled training events (e.g. workshops) must be reviewed and approved by
your field instructor with faculty liaison consultation. Practicum priority is on spending time applying
skills in learning assignments.
