Agricultural Studies Minor (18 units minimum)

The Agriculture Studies Minor allows non-agriculture majors to complete relevant agriculture coursework at the lower division (community college agriculture courses) and upper division (Agricultural Studies Core Courses) to further their knowledge in agriculture and interrelated issues.
