ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
The following individuals are eligible for participation:
· Undergraduate, Master’s, and Doctoral students currently enrolled at CSU Stanislaus; and
· CSU Stanislaus alumna/alumnae who received their degrees in Spring, Summer, or Fall 2013.
All applicants must be nominated by a faculty sponsor.

COMPETITION PROCEDURES (based on statewide competition procedures)
· Each competitor has 10 minutes to orally present their work before a jury and audience, and 3 minutes to respond to jury and audience questions.

· Supporting audio-visual materials are encouraged.
· Research/creative activity should be appropriate to the student’s discipline and career goals.
· Entrants presenting creative arts/design projects may present an audio and/or visual record of a performance they have given or a work they have created, and they are encouraged to focus the oral presentation on the rationale and historical context underlying their interpretation of the material.
· Each competitor must submit as part of the application a summary paper for his/her research/creative activity (see application form for detailed instructions).
· It is expected that entrants will not make an oral presentation by simply reading directly from the written summary.

JUDGING CRITERIA (directly aligned with statewide competition criteria as published)
The presentation and written summary are judged based on the following criteria:
· Clarity of purpose
· Appropriateness of methodology

· Interpretation of results

· Value of the research or creative activity

· Ability of the presenter to articulate the research or creative activity
· Organization of the materials presented

· Presenter’s ability to handle questions from the jury and general audience
