Elizabeth Anne B. Papageorge Faculty Development Award
Guidelines
Nomination Procedure:
1.      This award is available only to probationary faculty members who are nominated by CSU, Stanislaus faculty or students. 

2.      The FCETL (Faculty Center for Excellence in Teaching and Learning) is responsible for the yearly announcement and call for nominees. All nominations are submitted to the Director of the FCETL based on the calendar set by the FCETL and the Leaves and Awards Committee (LAC). 

3.      The nominator(s) sends a letter of not more than two pages nominating a specific probationary faculty member and providing a rationale based on the nominee’s teaching proficiency and, where applicable, research, scholarship, creative activity, and service as they relate to teaching.  

4.     Once notified of nomination by the FCETL, the candidate will submit the following materials to the Director: 1] a cover letter indicating acceptance of the nomination; 2] a pedagogical narrative detailing how the candidate has integrated his/her teaching philosophy into the classroom and  how scholarship and/or service to the university have, or have not, contributed to the development of their pedagogical practices; and 3]  Letters from students, IDEA summary pages, and other indicators of teaching effectiveness are strongly encouraged. Letters of support from colleagues are also welcome. 
5.     The above list is not intended to be exhaustive, and nominees may submit other relevant materials; however the nominee’s file is limited to 20 pages (single-sided,) including the letter of acceptance of the nomination, pedagogical narrative, letters from students and colleagues, and IDEA summaries.  

Selection Procedure:
1.      The applications are reviewed by the LAC and FCETL Director. 
2.      The selection of the recipient by LAC and the FCETL Director is based on the nomination letter(s), nominee’s narrative and supporting documents.
3.      LAC and FCETL Director forwards its selection of the award's recipient with rationale, to the Provost/Vice President for Academic Affairs.
4.     The FCETL Director and the Provost announce nominees and the recipient in the appropriate venue. 
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
