The Center for Excellence in Graduate Education (CEGE) is pleased to offer the Graduate Writing Residency Program. The purpose of the Writing Residency Program is to: 
· help students make substantial progress toward completion of their master’s or doctoral program thesis/project/dissertation;
· increase knowledge about required elements of a thesis/project/dissertation appropriate to academic discipline;
· improve research/scholarly writing skills; and
· increase confidence in research/scholarly writing skills.
The Writing Residency Program is taught by CEGE Writing Coaches - CSU Stanislaus faculty members with experience in advising graduate theses/projects/dissertations. The program is offered as a 4-session module over a period of 5 weeks. Each session is 4 hours, and contains the following components: 
· overview of elements of a thesis/project/dissertation;
· sustained writing time among a cohort of graduate students sharing a writing community over the period of the module; and 
· writing feedback from a writing coach and peers in the cohort.
The module is designed to serve writing support needs of graduate students from all disciplines. 
To be eligible for the program, a participant must:

· be a graduate student enrolled in a master’s or doctoral program at CSU Stanislaus;
· have a specific thesis/project/dissertation topic already identified and approved by the student’s advisor; 
· be ready to begin writing, or already be further along in the thesis/project/dissertation writing process; and
· commit to participating in all four sessions of the module.
The program is free to participants. Space is limited to 12 seats. See schedule and application below.
