Option 2:  Choose a Three-Course Concentration to complete your MBA
(  Finance Concentration:  Three Finance electives are chosen (one per term) to complete the concentration.  One elective is offered in each Fall and Spring term. (Foundation Course FIN 3220 is a prerequisite for these concentration courses.*)
(  Accounting Concentration:  Three Accounting electives are chosen (one per term) to complete the concentration.  One elective is offered in each Fall and Spring term. (Either  ACC 3120 or ACC 4140 is a prerequisite for these concentration courses.*)
(  Business Analytics Concentration:  Three Business Analytics electives are chosen (one per term) to complete the concentration.  One elective is offered in each Fall and Spring term.  Introduction to Business Analytics (BUS 5040) is required to be taken prior to your other two Business Analytics electives.  (Foundation Course MATH 1610 is a prerequisite for these concentration courses.*)
*Note:   You can confirm elective course prerequisites by viewing course descriptions in the University Catalog.  Additionally, if your Culminating Experience is the Individual Project, you will choose two elective courses.

You will need to complete 7 MBA Core Courses along with your 3 Elective Courses.  All Core Courses are offered each Fall & Spring term.  The Elective Courses rotate through the terms.





How you choose to sequence and complete your courses will depend on prerequisites required and course availability of your electives.





(  ACC 5110 – This course is typically taken in the first semester because it is a prerequisite to FIN 5210.


(  OM 5630, MGT 5310, and MKT 5410 are also options in the first semester.


(  FIN 5210 – Requires the completion of ACC 5110 prior to course enrollment.


(  CIS 5620 – Recommended as the Core Course to take concurrently with MGT 5900.


(  MGT 5900 – Prerequisites must be completed: ACC 5110, FIN 5210, MKT 5410, and two of the following: CIS 5620, MGT 5310, or OM 5630.
