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COLLEGE YEAR CALENDAR
In January 2006, a new State law went into effect requiring the California State University (CSU) to observe the November 11, Veterans Day holiday and close all campuses.  

Prior to 2006, the Veterans Day holiday could be traded to accommodate campus academic calendars.  Our campus had moved this holiday to the last week in December, thus providing University employees with a week’s paid time off during the holiday season.  In addition, major facility and information system repairs, upgrades, and installations are performed during this period to avoid disrupting campus activities and services.  For these reasons, it is valuable to maintain the campus closure during the last week in December.  
In the original 2006/07 College Year Calendar, the Veterans Day trade was scheduled for December 27 as paid leave for qualifying employees.  In compliance with the new law, however, Veterans Day will be observed on Friday, November 10 and the campus will be closed.

In order to close the campus during the last week of December 2006 and provide paid time off for December 27, all non-faculty personnel will be required to use eight (8) hours of accrued leave in the form of vacation, personal holiday or compensatory overtime (CTO).  In rare instances where an employee does not have sufficient leave credits, the employee should inform his/her supervisor so that appropriate arrangements can be made to cover the regular day’s pay in advance.  Employees whose work/pay schedule is hourly/intermittent (as reported on a time-sheet) may be eligible to accrue Vacation Leave credits based on the total number of hours worked per month.  Employees in Casual Workers and Student Assistant/Work Study classifications are not eligible to accrue Leave credits, and therefore, will continue to have the day off without pay.  Check with your immediate supervisor to determine your eligibility and total accruals

In 2006, Veterans Day falls on a Saturday and will be observed on Friday, November 10.  In 2007, Veterans Day falls on a Sunday and will be observed on Monday, November 12.
