SAMPLE CONSENT FORM

1. Summary: This research study will examine factors that are related to the onset of sexual behavior among women. If you agree to participate, you will be asked to answer survey questions that ask about your relationship with your parents when you were growing up, as well as questions about your pubertal development and your sexual behavior. 

2. Your right to withdraw/discontinue: You are free to discontinue your participation at any time without penalty. You may also skip any survey questions that make you feel uncomfortable. Even if you withdraw from the study, you will receive any entitlements that have been promised to you in exchange for your participation, such as an experimental credit in SONA. 

3. Benefits: Participation in this research study does not guarantee any benefits to you. However, possible benefits include the fact that you may learn something about how research studies are conducted and you may learn something about this area of research (i.e., factors that are related to the onset of sexual behavior).   

4. Additional information: You will be given additional information about the study after your participation is complete.

5. Time commitment: If you agree to participate in the study, it may take up to 20 minutes to complete the survey.

6. Guarantee of Confidentiality: All data from this study will be kept from inappropriate disclosure and will be accessible only to the researchers and their faculty advisor. Data collected online will be stored on a password-protected website and de-identified for analyses. Data collected in person will be kept in a locked file cabinet, separate from consent forms, and all materials will be destroyed after 3 years. The researchers are not interested in anyone’s individual responses, only the average responses of everyone in the study.

7. Risks: The present research is designed to reduce the possibility of any negative experiences as a result of participation. Risks to participants are kept to a minimum.
