OUTSTANDING PROFESSOR

GUIDELINES FOR NOMINEE'S ELECTRONIC FILE

The major criterion used to judge the nominees for Outstanding Professor is "teaching excellence" as prescribed by the Statewide Academic Senate; therefore, the nominee's file must contain sufficient evidence of outstanding teaching.  The Leaves and Awards Committee requires that nominees follow the guidelines below when preparing their file:

1.
The file must contain a copy of the nominee's current vita;

2.
The file must contain evidence of teaching proficiency;

(  A statement of your philosophy of education and a description of your teaching style.

(  Teaching evaluations are required--The IDEA summaries are sufficient; the individual forms are not necessary.

(  Letters from colleagues, students, and former students concerning the nominee's proficiency are recommended but limit the number to no more than 20.

3.
The file should contain a summary of creative and research activities with a brief discussion on how these activities have influenced the nominee's teaching.  While research and creative activities are important for their own sake, the impact of the nominee's research or creative activities on students is also important.
4. 
A summary of service to the CSUS and the broader community should be included.  Service will be evaluated on its significance to the nominee's teaching.

The above list is not intended to be exhaustive, and nominees may submit other relevant materials; however, the committee requests that the nominee's file be limited to 35 single sided pages, exclusive of the teaching evaluation summaries. 
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
