GUIDELINES FOR NOMINEE'S ELECTRONIC FILE

The major criterion used to judge the nominees for Outstanding Research, Scholarship and Creative Activity Professor is scholarly achievement, based on his/her career productivity, considering primarily work accomplished at California State University, Stanislaus.  No amount of professional achievement as evidenced by teaching or service to the campus or community shall be a substitute for this paramount requirement.  

The Leaves and Awards Committee requires that nominees follow the guidelines below when preparing their file:

1.
The file must contain a copy of the nominee's current vita (no page limit);

2.
The file must contain documentation and evaluation of research, scholarship and/or creative activity accomplishments (limited to 20 pages).  This could possibly include an indication of the impact of the nominee's work on others and a narrative on their RSCA philosophy, importance of their accomplishments, and future agenda. It could also include letters of support from colleagues;
3.
An electronic sample of the nominee's RSCA work, whether that be in the form of publications, a photo of an artistic product, or whatever is appropriate to the nominee's area. 
The above list is not intended to be exhaustive, and nominees may submit other relevant materials.

PLEASE NOTE:

The following resolution was approved by the Academic Senate and the President:

Research, scholarship and creative activity are considered to be those activities of an intellectual or professional nature which extend knowledge, understanding or appreciation of work within one’s discipline or across disciplines, which includes basic and applied investigation, as well as the production of creative works.
